HOUSING POLICY

Because living in the residence hall is such an important part of a student’s
college experience, all freshman and sophomore students (defined as less
than 60 credit hours) are required to live in a University residence hall.

RESIDENT ASSISTANTS

Living on campus connects you with an outstanding
support system, including our Student Life staff. You will
have a Resident Assistant on your floor who will hold
floor meetings, plan activities, answer questions, and
help you have the best college experience possible.

ASSISTANT COMPLEX DIRECTOR
Each residence hall is staffed with several
Assistant Complex Directors (ACDs). The
ACD is a graduate student who lives in the
hall and may advise student government,
supervise the information desk staff,
coordinate building repairs, supervise RAs,
and coordinate activities in the halls.

COMPLEX DIRECTOR

Each residence hall is supervised by one
Complex Director (CD). The CD is a full-time staff
