The purpose of this award is to recognize individual agriculture students who have made a significant contribution to the School, University, or agricultural community during an academic year.

Each month in the academic year, the School of Agriculture student of the month committee will select an individual student based on the criteria below.  Groups/clubs/organizations will not be eligible for this award, only individual students.   For students to be eligible, students must be: a full-time student at WIU, Agriculture major or minor in good standing, and have demonstrated significant leadership or service to the School of Agriculture, Western Illinois University, or agricultural community.  Students may be nominated each month but can only be selected for the award once in an academic year.  Students may be self-nominated or have a faculty member or member of the agricultural community nominate them for the award.   

For full consideration, students must complete the nomination form below and provide a letter of support from a faculty member or agricultural community member.  Support letters must elaborate on how the student’s activity has demonstrated either: leadership, community involvement, citizenship, or moral character.  Nominations must be submitted by the end of the month to the Ag Office, Knoblauch Hall 145.  

Winners will be announced within the first week of the next month.  Award includes: a reserved parking space in any Q or Commuter parking lot for a month, special photo recognition in the Ag student of the month showcase on the first floor of Knoblauch Hall, and a highlight on the WIU School of Agriculture website.  Students may opt for a $25 gift certificate to the WIU bookstore in lieu of a parking space.

Deadline for nominations is the last day of the month.
