Call to Order and Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Chair Holz called the meeting to order at 3:32 p.m.
Three revisions were suggested to the minutes: Take off Darcy Plymire’s name from CGE member list; amend Lori Baker-Sperry’s statements about how to proceed on assessment plan; motion and seconded motion added. 
		Betsy Perabo moved to approve the minutes as amended.
Ute Chamberlin seconded the motion to approve the minutes as amended.
No changes to the agenda.
	Holz announced that the next meeting (October 5, 2017) would focus on Gen Ed Assessment.
New Business
Nancy Parsons – All assessment data are due on October 6th, some reports have already been received. 
Kyle Mayborn – nothing to report

Subcommittee Reports
Social Sciences Subcommittee: Haven’t met yet. Keith Holz requested that Social Sciences subcommittee meet and submit written report as soon as possible.
Humanities / Fine Arts Subcommittee: Gordon Pettit summarized the report that was submitted. Report recommends leaving current number of hours and distribution between Humanities and Fine Arts the same.  
Betsy Perabo: A majority of Humanities courses have intensive reading and writing (some do not). Do large Gen Ed courses in the Fine Arts focused on Music and Art appreciation also include extensive writing?
Nancy Parsons: There is a writing requirement for all Gen Ed courses. Rules are relaxed for courses with an enrollment of more than 50 students.  
Lori Baker-Sperry: Gen Ed courses used to have the WID designation. This was later removed and all Gen Ed courses were made writing intensive.
Keith Holz: Art and music literacy are valuable skills in addition to textual literacy.
Marjorie Allison: Gen Ed is designed specifically to help with writing skills.
Marty Maskarinec: If we vote to approve the subcommittee Humanities/Fine Arts recommendations, doesn’t that gut the new overarching proposal that I submitted?
General discussion ensued about how to proceed with the recommendations from the subcommittees. The Communications subcommittee report had already been approved in a previous meeting. Keith recommended to vote on the Humanities and Fine Arts subcommittee report as well. 
It was suggested to just acknowledge subcommittee reports for now and collect all subcommittee reports first before putting them all together as one comprehensive proposal. That would leave the possibility to discuss alternate proposals such as Marty’s later.   
Gordon Pettit: If we vote for anything other than final recommendation, then it discounts the work of the subcommittees. 
Ute Chamberlin: If we vote on subcommittee recommendations separately, there is no guarantee that the individually approved subcommittee reports do not contradict each other. 
Gordon motioned to approve the Hum/FA subcommittee recommendations as written in the report.
Marjorie seconded the motion to approve the Hum/FA subcommittee recommendations as written in the report.
Discussion about the motion:
Marty: You cannot change your vote later.
Gordon: Yes, the council can change its mind by another motion.
Ute: It’s confusing that we can change our minds later.
Marty motions to end discussion.
Jonathan seconds the motion.
Gordon withdraws the motion in the interest of collegiality.
			Marjorie withdraws her motion too.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Emily Shupe: Recommended that we should not begin with the different areas of Gen Ed, but take the (six) Gen Ed goals as a starting point for revisions. Keith suggested that she submit her approach in writing as an alternate proposal. 
Multicultural/FLGI Subcommittee: Discussion about the report took place. Not ready to submit it for a vote. Committee is reconsidering its recommendations in light of this current discussion.
