The Council on Intercollegiate Athletics met four times during the 2010-2011 academic year.  

The members of the 2010-2011 Council were:  Chris Kovacs, Andy Baker (chair), Tom Williams, Stacey Macchi, Brooke Stittleburg (student-athlete), Sergio Rodriguez (student member), Tom Cody (NCAA Faculty Representative), Josh Moon (Associate Athletic Director-ex-officio), Tim Van Alstine (Director of Athletics).

The council reviewed academic performance history of the athletics department, budget information, conference affiliation and the department’s organizational chart.  The council also reviewed scholarship and staff levels of WIU vs. NCAA maximums.  Multiple coaching and athletic department staff members served as special guests and provided the council with detailed information about their respective sport program / administrative department.  
The main business for this council is to review and make recommendations relative to the various schedules submitted by the intercollegiate athletic teams in accordance with university policy.    

The two key policies are:

1. The maximum number of classes missed per semester:  A student athlete may miss a maximum of five Mondays, Wednesdays, and Fridays, and a maximum of four Tuesdays and Thursdays.
2. Athletic contests should not be scheduled during final examination week.  Exceptions to this policy must be approved by CAGAS.
