2. Provost discussion on new charge: Evaluating FL & GI 
Questions from the group included if they were to be evaluated together.
There was an evaluation 4-5 years ago, may be relevant to see those results.
Does the evaluation include or relate to proficiency in FL and or GI?

It was suggested that we review the catalog on the requirements for FL & GI 
	Number of hours 
	Grade of C or better 
	If it is a major requirement or for other departments
	How is considered for study abroad
	Criteria appears to be easier for GI than FL
It was noted that # of credits are approved by senate
There is a need to review the process on changing a GI vs a Gen Ed course vs FL
We need data on GI & FL courses
We also need to consider changes on FL and how it will have an effect on the new charge
We also need to stay focused on FL& GI courses only, multicultural ones are not part of it
Other questions were:
	How will the modifications be integrated into the curriculum?
	How will FL consider the recommendations when there is no representation on the committee?
	How do FL & GI reflect into graduates of WIU? What is the view of the institution for these courses? Are they relevant?
	What is the relevance of GI & FL courses in each department?
The following responses were suggested:
business GI yes / FL not critical: English may have the same perspective
FL may represent a stronger cultural component compared to GI 
programs like education, that have accreditation requirements may have a higher number of credit hours to graduate and will not have room to include FL or GI courses

The following actions were suggested to review/collect data:
contact office of registrar
create a survey to be distributed to department chairs, students, faculty and administrators
review undergraduate course syllabi (look for content) and break them up into Gen ED, GI and FL
conduct focus groups
review syllabi to assess the success of reaching its goals in each course, since these will be more descriptive than course descriptions in catalog
need to be aware that there are 68 courses and will require a substantial amount of time to complete

It was agreed that many of these questions need to be addressed by the Provost.
