A. Dr. Lawson will present on Quality Matters and Peer Mentoring

Dr. Lawson shared a PowerPoint that overviews Quality Matters. The program provides quality assurance in online teaching and learning environments. The goal is to improve course design, create opportunities for professional development, gives prospective students a “seal of approval” to look for. This is a multi-year project. Since the university has an account, anyone can use this. Individuals or programs could use it for peer review. Programs can showcase courses that have been QM-Certified, and the university can work toward QM-Certified Programs. There are QM reviews in both course design and programs.

There were 20 licenses purchased for the first training round. There are still spaces available.

Question: GM: will we be applying the Ad Hoc approach? Yes- all faculty can use this. At the same time his team will be training a group for implementation.

D. Allwardt: is this to be used with fully online classes, or could this also be used for hybrid courses?  It is ideally for online classes but can be used with any class that has an online component.
F. Tasdan: is teaching a live streaming course considered an online course?  A: this is a question related the many modalities that the university offers (online only, on-line synchronous, hybrid, face-to-face). “Livestream” isn’t a term that really fits in the standard definitions, but this program can be used.  An online class is one that is coded “I” (internet). Using Zoom doesn’t make it an online course.

D. Zhao: is QM intended for synchronous or asynchronous online classes? A: both.
