She said AFED is excited about offering the course, and faculty are looking forward to teaching it. Dr. Lin added that it will ultimately go to the Graduate Council to request G designation, and she thinks it will be popular among seniors and graduate students.

Sebastian Szyjka, Director of the School of Education (SOE), explained that because of the Early Childhood Access Consortium for Equity (ECACE) state initiative, WIU now has an early childhood paraprofessional track within its Early Childhood Education option. He explained that the proposed prerequisite change is intended to accommodate a range of situations where students may need to take the prerequisite courses out of order because of their diverse backgrounds. Dr. Robinett asked if “departmental approval” means approval of the director or by advisors; Dr. Szyjka replied that it refers to approval by advisors. He added that faculty are aware of this change.
