A. Curricular Requests from the Department of Recreation, Park and Tourism Administration

1. Request for New Course

a. RPTA 367, Introduction to Meetings, Incentives, Conferences and Events, 
3 s.h.

Motion: To approve RPTA 367 (Gravitt/Myers)

RPTA professor Jeremy Robinett explained that over the past year and a half, the department has been trying to get its events program up and running so that students can gain the broad exposure and experience they need in this area, but RPTA had only one course specific to events. That course, RPTA 467, was open to any WIU student, so the department felt there was a lot of time spent getting non-RPRA students up-to-speed. They propose that the new course, RPTA 367, will provide students from all disciplines some exposure to the events field while 467 will then allow students to hone in on those skills. RPTA 367 will be offered entirely online. Dr. Robinett added that the abbreviated title, Intro to MICE, features a commonly used acronym in the tourism field.

Dr. Gravitt asked if RPTA 467 is being changed to majors only; Dr. Robinett responded that it will still be open to non-majors but they should be more prepared with the addition of RPTA 367. Dr. Hardeman asked if 367 is intended as a prerequisite for 467; Dr. Robinett responded that 367 will be the prerequisite for non-RPTA majors, while RPTA majors will take RPTA 235 as the prereq because it is in the core. He added that RPTA 367 will be offered in the fall semesters while 467 will be offered in the spring.

Changes:
· Change “Upper division” in prerequisites to “Junior status.”
· Change class hours per week to “Arranged.”
· Make sure all course objectives feature measurable verbs.
· Remove references to “G” in RPTA 467G throughout p. 2.

2. Request for Change in Interdisciplinary Minor

a. Event Planning and Management

Motion: To approve change in minor (Gravitt/Doh)

Dr. Robinett related that the department tested the minor this year but found it to be a bit cumbersome due to the number of directed electives and how students took the courses. He believes the proposed changes will simplify the process to make the minor more focused and require students to be exposed to more than one discipline area. He added that the changes will also make it easier for students on the Quad Cities campus to participate. 

Dr. McGinty asked if students can major in RPTA and minor in Events Planning and Management; Dr. Robinett responded that they can. He said the department hopes that this combination will help students get jobs once they graduate. 

RPTA 476 will replace RPTA 366, Commercial Recreation, which is being deleted. Dr. Robinett stated that he has informed Kinesiology of the deletion of this course, which has been used in their Scuba minor.

Changes: Minor grammatical and format changes.
