A. 	Curricular Requests from the School of Engineering and Technology

	1.	Requests for Changes in Prerequisites

a. CSTM 236, Surveying for Construction, 3 s.h.
Current: 	Prereq: MATH 113 with a grade of C- or better, or permission of instructor

Proposed:	Prereq: MATH 113 (or higher) with a grade of C- or better for Construction and Facilities Management majors, or MATH 133 (or higher) with a grade of C or better for Civil Engineering majors; or permission of instructor

Motion: To approve changes to CSTM 236 (Robinett/Piletic)

Engineering and Technology professor Denise Gravitt explained that this course was created for Construction and Facilities Management majors but is now going to be offered to Civil Engineering majors as well. She noted the requirements, expectations, and abilities of the two groups of students are diametrically different, so changes need to be made to the prerequisites in terms of eligibility to take the class. She added that Construction and Facilities Management students will take the course in the spring, and Civil Engineering students will take it in the fall semester, so there will be no overlap. 

Dr. Robinett asked if the course objectives for the course will stay the same, with the only change being the math course. Dr. Gravitt responded the overall objectives will stay the same, but the level of rigor and how those objectives will be attained will be different for the two groups because the Civil Engineering students have a different set of applications than the Construction and Facilities Management majors. Dr. Gravitt elaborated that she will focus more on the actual construction site applications for her Construction and Facilities Management students taking it in the spring, while the Quad Cities professor will go into more of the engineering aspects in the fall with Civil Engineering students. 

Dr. Piletic asked about one group requiring C- or better and the other requiring C or better for their mathematics courses. Dr. Gravitt explained that Construction and Facilities Management students have different math abilities, so she allows them a C- or above and will work with them on their math skills, while the Civil Engineering program requires a C or above. She added that she teaches the course at an algebra/trigonometry/geometry level while the Civil Engineering professor teaches the course at a calculus level.

Dr. Gravitt explained that over time the School of Engineering had made efforts to avoid overlapping classes in order to make it easier for students to transfer in, and prerequisites were not as necessary, but now that these time overlap constraints are being removed it is necessary to add those prerequisite barriers back in to force students to take 433 and 434 at the senior level. She explained that students need a certain level of content and critical thinking knowledge to understand the material in order to evaluate and apply it.

				Motion: To approve change of major (Ramlow/Zellmann)

Dr. Gravitt told CCPI the changes are in response to a meeting of the advisory board last spring at which they reported changes in the industry in terms of skill sets employers are looking for. She said these skill sets involve using surveying data and global positioning systems, and since those courses are available on campus the school decided to add them as directed electives. She added that if students end up with one extra hour in directed electives, it can be balanced out by a reduction in needed hours and open electives, so the major remains at 120 s.h. Ms Prosise addedt his is why the directed electives now instruct students to “choose a minimum of 6 s.h.”

Broadcasting and Journalism Chair Peter Gloviczki told CCPI that one thing he has heard from alumni and the campus community in his 18 monthes at WIU is that the more hands-on experiences students have, the better prepared they will be to be leaders in their fields. The addition of repeatability will allow the department to build, sustain, and strengthen those experiences for their students. 

Dr. Robinett asked what the difference will be between BC&J 385 and 386. Dr. Gloviczki responded historically the classes have been taken sequentially, but from his perspective the most important element is that students are getting a hands-on experience. Ms. Bowers Sharpe asked if students get a more advanced experience from taking 386. Dr. Gloviczki responded he would encourage students to take 386 after 385 if they want to keep going and gain more experience but they are very similar courses. Dr. Robinett noted that the two courses have the same description and the same prerequisites. Dr. Piletic observed that students could potentially get 6 hours of practicum credits if they took each course three times. Dr. Gloviczki responded that is correct. Dr. Robinett observed that it appears students could take 386 three times to potentially fulfill the electives for the Broadcast Production option.

Motion: To approve changes of major (Zellmann/Bowers Sharpe)

Ms. Van Dyke alerted Dr. Gloviczki prior to the meeting about hidden prerequisites. He will be adding a permission of instructor prerequisite to certain classes, which can be done by sending through a minor change form to Ms. Prosise. This will be processed after the change of major goes through Faculty Senate.

Dr. Gloviczki related the departmental curriculum recently underwent an IBHE review, and these changes are in response. He explained the changes will streamline the program and ensure deliverability. He added that changes happen very quickly in the rapidly changing field of broadcasting, and the department wants students to be prepared for that. Dr. Gloviczki has been in touch with alumni and media organizations across the U.S. and in different countries about these trends.

Dr. Robinett asked if classes in public relations and advertising will no longer be offered. Dr. Gloviczki responded that by streamlining the program the department believes they are best positioning their students for the future. He thinks the changes to the major reflect the state of the art in ways that will allow their students to be leaders in their fields. Dr. Robinett observed that there are minors with these courses in them as electives, and if these classes will not be offered they may need to be removed from those minors. He noted that these courses were part of the Advertising/PR option that is being deleted from the major. Dr. Gloviczki said all he can tell CCPI is that the department is at this stage in the process currently and they are grateful for the support of the university going forward.
