Nelson called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.
Announcements: Nelson made several announcements relating to the May 14 Annual Dinner Meeting.  It was noted that there were further deaths of WIU retirees not listed on the annual meeting program: Lewis Dove, Patricia Hutinger, Jack Waggoner, Robert Glenn Jacobs, Harry Hoerner, Bettye Thompson, and John Savage. They will be noted at the annual meeting.
A Central Region Meeting was announced with Fulkerson, Pano, Jones, and Nelson planning to attend at Lincoln Land CC.

Minutes: The minutes of the April 3, 2014 meeting were accepted.    Pledge/Gilbert.
 The next meeting will be Thursday, June 5, 2014 at Wesley United Methodist Church.
Treasurer’s Report: The treasurer's report was reviewed and accepted.  Thompson/ McLean
By consensus, the local organization will pay the yearly SUAA membership dues for John Simmons and Cheryl McCulley.
Foundation Report: No report.
Membership Report:  Helmers reported the Illinois State membership count as of 
March 1, 2014 was 15,667.  Helmers served on the State Nominating Committee, spring 2014.                                   

Jones reported a membership table will be set up at the May 5 informational meetings to be held at Wesley Church.  Also, as of March 1, 2014 there were 701 members in the local chapter.
Survivor Assistance:  No report.
Human Resources Update:  Fulkerson reported on the State of Illinois Benefits meetings to be held May 5 at Wesley Church in the sanctuary.  There will be presentations at 9:00, noon and 2:00 during the day.  Nelson will check on the sound system.  Fulkerson reviewed CMS news.  CMS is reorganizing and is currently understaffed.  Discussion followed.   
Legislative Report:   Pano reported that over $267,000 has been collected to fund the lawsuit.  Discussion followed on fundraising by the state executive director for the legal fund.  

He reviewed the status of current bills in the state legislature.  No legislative alerts have been sent to members from SUAA executive director on current legislative issues.  Discussion followed.   The proposed changes to the state SUAA constitution were analyzed with discussion following.
Pano discussed the proposed new SUAA Constitution and noted the problems for SUAA if it is passed as proposed.  The bulk of SUAA membership is in the northern and central regions, yet the southern region would have equal representation on EXCOM. Smaller chapters are already over represented by having two directors if they have 10 or more members. A motion was passed that every SUAA chapter in Illinois be sent a copy of the document developed by our local chapter analyzing the proposed state constitution changes.     Yunker/Fulkerson.  
Other concerns with the proposed Constitution were:  2nd VP, 1st VP, and President are only elected for one year terms and the executive director is also listed as treasurer further restricting checks and balances.

Technology Report:  Werling reported the minutes from the last meeting are on the local Chapter website.

Publication report: No report.

Old Business:  Thompson reported on research related to general liability insurance for local members of the SUAA board.  It included three-part coverage for sponsored programs.  Thompson reviewed the options of coverage and cost of the premium.  Motion passed to secure general liability insurance coverage. Yunker/Gilbert

Motion passed to contract the general liability insurance coverage with Pumo Insurance Agency of Macomb with the following specifics:   premium of $1,023/year; general coverage of $1,000,000; and directors' coverage of $1,000,000.      Pledge/Pano 
New Business: None identified.
