OUTLINE FOR PROCESS RECORDING

AS AN EDUCATIONAL TOOL

1.
PRE-ENGAGEMENT COMMENTS


The student makes some account for the kind of planning she/he has done before meeting with a client system.

2.
TRANSACTIONS


The student writes down what has actually transpired in the interaction with the client system, selecting that which is most significant.

3.
FEELINGS/GUT REACTIONS


The student records her/his emotional-gut level responses to what has transpired.

4.
KNOWLEDGE BASE


The student relates what has transpired to her/his knowledge base in social work.

5.
FIELD INSTRUCTOR COMMENTS


The field instructor comments, makes notes, or raises questions.

6.
PLANS


The student thinks ahead and projects the next steps in the intervention.

7.
QUESTIONS


The student takes initiative for her/his own learning and identifies areas where knowledge and/or help is needed.
