Call to Order. The meeting was called to order by Chair Tonya Little and the format for classes discussed.  Jim Schmidt asked why votes for approval or disapproval were taken after the presentation(s) and when the presenters had left the meeting.  Tonya stated that’s the way it’s been done in the past. However, this procedure could be changed.  A motion was put forward to vote after each presentation.  The motion passed unanimously. 
The meeting minutes were approved with minor changes. 
Consideration/Discussion – Proposal for MUS 198 as Gen Ed Course
	Dr. Jason Hawkins presented the proposal for Dr. Hong-Da.  This class is 100% online and will supplement recently added courses that focus on other music genres.

Concern was expressed about the word count discrepancy between the proposal and the sample syllabus; the amount of material presented through the course timeline; clarification of Learning Goals 1, 3 and 5.  It was suggested the essay formatting guidelines and expectations rubrics be clearer.  The course was brought to a motion to approve.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously. 	
Consideration/Discussion – Proposal for Math 206 as Gen Ed Course
	Dr. James Olson presented the proposal background for Math 206.  Changes in Pre – 6th grade math and new standards from the state of Illinois has triggered this new course for Teacher Education students.  The course is being resurrected to be more transfer friendly for incoming Teacher Education students.  
	Discussion was limited.  A formatting issue was presented and Dr. Olson stated it would be corrected.  The course was brought to a motion to approve, second, and unanimously approved.  


Consideration/Discussion – Proposal for ENG 345 as Gen Ed Course
	Dr. Allison presented the proposal for moving Eng 345 from a 200-level course.  She stated the move to a higher level would create wider exposure and make the course more transfer friendly.  
	Discussion included comments about a 300-level course as a survey course; the use of “understanding” in the course objectives; covid language; and the grading rubrics in reverse order compared to assessment submission.  Dr. Allison stated rearranging the rubrics would create too much confusion and would prefer to leave them as is.  A motion was made to approve the course, second, and unanimously approved. 
	 
Consideration/Discussion – Proposal for CSEC 101 as Gen Ed Course
	Dr. James McQuillan and Dr. Binto George presented the proposal for CSEC 101.  Dr. McQuillan stated the previous proposal was split into a 1 semester hour lab for human wellbeing.  Dr. George stated cybersecurity is more and more important every day. NSA is encouraging campus wide training and this is an important General Education course for our young people 
	This course was brought before CGE in April 2022 concerning health and wellbeing.  Revisions have been made to better address the concerns presented at the April meeting.  Discussion centered around the number of objectives; a two wording changes in the justification.  A motion was made to approve, second, and passed unanimously.
