6. Consideration of request for General Education designation for ANTH/REL 225.
Sarah Haynes shared information regarding ANTH/REL 225. REL 457 formerly offered. The Religious Studies major no longer exists and thus there is less call for 400 level courses. The theory component was removed and the course retooled as a General Education course at the 200 level. Discussion of the course with recommendations regarding wording. Under D.1.c. delete inevitably. In D.1.a. change belief and practice to beliefs and practices. In D.1.b. change pilgrimage to  pilgrimages and other sacred journeys. Under D.1.c., recommendation made to strengthen the proposal by expanding language about underrepresented peoples. 8.  Continued Discussion of recent Dual Enrollment Live Stream General Education course requests.
            Discussed delivery methods for general education courses. There are guidelines for Online courses. There are no guidelines for use of Zoom, although the CITR website does list best practices. Delivery via streaming courses is not being examined. Part of the mission of general education is engagement. Is engagement occurring in all delivery methods? Suggestion made to modify the Request for Inclusion in General Education form to include a question about delivery methods. Discussed concerns about situations in which college students (face-to-face) and high school students (streaming) are in the same class, and how the cultural differences could negatively affect participation levels and the overall experience of the class. Technology problems occur with live streaming and can also negatively affect the experience of the class. Question raised about recorded classes – what happens to the recordings?

            Determined that it is too early to develop recommendations and that additional information would be helpful. Andrea will talk with Roger Runquist to discuss how the CITR is addressing guidelines for live streaming and Zoom classes. Ask Faculty Senate if anyone is addressing this?
