Tenth day enrollment is complete.  Open registration for spring semester will open earlier this fall.  Likewise, new student and transfer registration will begin November 15th.  
d. Student Learning Assessment Subcommittee – Lori Baker-Sperry—The first year work of the committee has concluded.  Ten years ago, accreditors “dinged” CGE because no subcommittee was formed to address assessment.  This April at least two members with assessment experience will be available.  Representatives of the Higher Learning Commission will meet with Mark Mossman and the Student Learning Assessment Subcommittee in April to address the major implemented changes from last year’s review.  Baker-Sperry reviewed the 2018-2019 monthly meetings and the series of impact reports received from departments.  Implementation will continue with follow-up by Interim Associate Provost Mossman.  Baker-Sperry asked for two to three CGE members to join the subcommittee.  Zellmann and Homer volunteered.  The CGE chair may also sit on SLAC to give feedback to Mossman.  Baker-Sperry believes members will have a healthy skepticism regarding assessment.
