I.	Call to order: Erin Taylor, Chair of CCPU, called the meeting to order at 2:00 pm

II.	Change of schedule: No facilities update at today’s meeting; we will revisit the space 	needs report 

III.	Minutes: Minutes from the previous meeting on March 22, 2019 were approved 

IV.	Survey: Erin Taylor commented on the space needs survey report

· Faculty Senate’s ExCo met, looked at the initial version of the report, and had some suggested changes
· Specific changes: title and tables to include the number of people who disagreed with the question
· A question is whether to include data for all buildings

V.	Peer institutions project
· Erin Taylor shared with Christopher Pynes, chair of Faculty Senate, that the CCPU has had several extra meetings to discuss the peer institutions project
· Pynes wants a report from CCPU for a recommendation for a new ad hoc peer institutions committee
· The report should include two items: (a) a recommendation for the composition of an ad hoc committee to establish a new set of peer institutions, and (b) a list of the considerations that the peer institutions committee should consider
· Concerning (a), the composition of an ad hoc committee to establish a new list of peer institutions should include 14 members:
· Faculty from each college and the QC (5)
· Physical plant (1)
· Registrar’s Office (1)
· Admissions (1)
· Athletics (1)
· Student services (1)
· UPI (1)
· The Provost (1)
· Foundation (1)
· Residential life (1)

· Concerning (b), an ad hoc committee to establish a new list of peer institutions should consider: 
· The methods necessary to identify peer institutions
· The criteria to use to identify peer institutions
· The consideration of the Macomb and QC campuses
· Whether to identify aspirational schools
· Resources necessary for the project [examples include the Carnegie Search Engine and the Integrated Postsecondary Education Data System (IPEDS)]
· The relative merits of the resources for the project (such as the Carnegie Search Engine and the IPEDS) 
· The development of a methodology that may be used now and in the future: one example is the Central Michigan methodology
· The Central Michigan methodology identifies six criteria to use to identify peer institutions: control/sector, Carnegie type, location, size, academic programs, highest degrees (include this methodology as an appendix to the report)
