New Items:
New committee members are introduced. Brian explained the selection of chair and rotation of the committee, mission of the committee and responsibility of chair. Hal will serve as the new chair of the committee and Chunying is the secretary. 

[bookmark: _GoBack]Scott gave a facilities report. He mentioned that due to the shortage of money and effort we are short of janitorial staff. Summer courses were consolidated in fewer buildings to save the cost. Brian mentioned that WIU is a tree campus and Macomb is a tree city. The GIS department has online inventory of trees of campus. Scott discussed the master plan which is updated every 5 years.  

Scott also mentioned that in summer, entrance in Q lot was changed for the safety of pedestrians. Cell phone tower was built at the south of Q lot. AT&T antenna is being installed and other cellular service providers may join. The campus will get stronger Wi-Fi signals. Western Hall seating was replaced for a safer exit.

Erin asked how the budge affects student residency.  Scott said students had a separate fund and will not be significantly affected.  Members discussed the cleaning of faculty offices. Scott said janitorial staff no longer takes out private office trash and will not vacuum the carpet due to the shortage of staff and layoffs.

Members asked about the maintenance issue of buildings. Scott said in an emergency can call facilities management. Non-emergency can contact building representative. Hal talked about the active shooter issue and suggested to having a tape/video or presentation as an annual training for faculty/staff.
