1. Welcome to New Members Bhavneet Walia, Richard Hughey, Minsun Doh

2. Visit from Senate Chair Steve Rock
a. Welcome and thank you

3. Scheduling issues with all Committee Members
a. We need five voting members in order to do business
b. Non-voting member from Center for International Studies: Emily Gorlewski, also recording secretary for the council
c. We can also take votes by e-mail on occasion
d. We could fix the meeting time up front; Michael will check about how to do this though he will be cycling off the committee at the end of this year.

4. Report on progress with respect to the Senate granting a 1-year waiver to BGS students who want to transfer in a course to satisfy the FL/GI graduation requirement.
a. Rick Carter came and spoke to this council last year. The issue is that there are not enough FL/GI courses for them to take. Specifically there are not enough upper-division, discipline-specific courses online.
b. Michael met with Rick this year to discuss the funding for developing courses online. Whether the course is GI designated is in the criterion for who gets this funding. For this fall HIST 125 was funded; this is a GI course. There were five courses approved this fall. There will be four more courses next fall, some discipline-specific and some general education.
c. Rick is satisfied with the number of courses that are being approved; it will be acceptable to let the waiver expire based on the number of seats that will be added. This is the solution that is being proposed.
d. We probably will not have a lot of case-by-case appeals that we have to hear from BGS students; though it is possible we will have some.
e. There was discussion of the seat counts in each course that is already approved – see Senate Agenda Item III.B.1, included as part of these minutes.
f. Michael will ask whether BGS students are given preferential treatment (question posed by emailed-awaiting a response from) in terms of being enrolled in online courses (example: ECON 231).
g. Samit moves to accept this solution, Linda and Bhavneet second, everyone votes in the affirmative.

5. 2011 – 2012 Annual Report: Comments/Questions/Concerns
a. Linda asked whether we could have this council listed as a committee that meets twice a month, for PAA purposes. Michael will ask his chair about this first, and then go to the Provost regarding this issue. Linda mentioned that the union is also aware of this issue.

6. Goals for coming year: tasks in progress and where we might wish to go in terms of supporting the internationalizing of the WIU campus.
