IV.	New Business

A.	Curricular Requests from the Department of Broadcasting and Journalism

1. Request for New Course

a. BC&J 347, Sports and Public Relations, 3 s.h.

Motion: To approve new course (Hemphill/Zellmann)

Dr. McQuillan asked if MKTG 331 will be permanently deleted, which would require a change of major form to be submitted, since it is specified under the List Courses to be Deleted in Conjunction with Approval of This Course section. Ms. Prosise clarified that this section of the form is intended to show courses that are entirely deleted from the course master file; since MKTG 331 is outside of the department, this should be changed to “NA” on the form. Dr. Goodwin pointed out that the form indicates that this new course is required for the major, so the department will have to submit a change of major form as well.

Dr. Bowers Sharpe asked if the Date to Appear in the Undergraduate Catalog should be changed since it currently states Fall 2022; Dr. Gloviczki agreed to change that to Fall 2023. 

Ms. Prosise pointed out that upper division courses must have a prerequisite, and this request specifies none. She suggested that something like “junior standing” or “permission of instructor” be added to ensure that first-semester freshmen do not enroll in it. Dr. Gloviczki agreed to change this to “junior standing or permission of instructor.”

[bookmark: _GoBack]Dr. Goodwin asked, in light of the reference to MKTG 331, if Dr. Gloviczki has verified that there are no other courses at the university where there might be common ground with this proposed new course. Dr. Gloviczki responded that, to the best of his understanding, the department has done its due diligence. He noted that, as a course that draws from both sports and public relations, there will be some residual overlap, but he believes what is being provided in this course is firmly rooted in the area of public relations. Dr. Hemphill asked if there is any overlap with sport management; Renee Polubinsky, Interim Associate Dean for the College of Education and Human Services, responded this is the first she has seen this as a course. She asked if the course will be an enticement for an integrated bachelors to masters program. Dr. Gloviczki responded that BC&J as a field of study has students who would like to use their talents in new ways, such as public relations. He said the department thinks this is a course that will help these students in their future endeavors as broadcasters and journalists because, while firmly rooted in public relations, it will also include the history and theory of BC&J.

Dr. Goodwin asked if Dr. Gloviczki would obtain letters of support from the School of Management and Marketing and the Department of Kinesiology before the course goes forward to Faculty Senate; Dr. Gloviczki agreed to do so.
