	A.	Curricular Requests from the School of Education
		1.	Request for 275/475 Course
			a.	EDS 275, Introduction to Generative AI in Education, 1 s.h.
Chair Burke told CCPI that Computer Sciences Director Dennis DeVolder has been working closely with the School of Education and has provided a letter of support for the revised request.
Ms. Prosise pointed out that the abbreviated title is six characters too long and would not fit on a transcript. She suggested that it be shortened to remove “Intro to” at the beginning, which would allow for a “c” to be added to EDUC. The revised abbreviated title would then be GENAI IN EDUC. 
Ms. Prosiste also pointed out that the course description is three words too long. She stated that while this does not matter currently because 275/475 courses do not appear in the catalog, the description would need to comply with the 40-word maximum requirement if the course becomes permanent. 
Ms. Prosise also suggested that the course description include that EDS 275 will be an eight-week course. This information could be added at the end of the course description in italics.

		1.	Requests for New Courses
			
			a.	CS 217, Artificial Intelligence Exploration, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve CS 217 (Piletic/Bowers Sharpe)

Computer Sciences professor Jim McQuillan explained that CS 217 is intended for non-majors to provide them with some introductory background to the topic of artificial intelligence. He said the prerequisites of CS 114, Introduction to Computer Science, or MATH 128, Precalculus Algebra, would provide students with some level of maturity to allow them to take the course, which will provide exposure to the basic concepts of AI as a tool.

b. CS 463, Deep Learning with Applications, 3 s.h.

				Motion: To approve CS 463 (Piletic/Blackinton)

Dr.  McQuillan told CCPI this course is also intended for non-Computer Science majors, but they would be expected to have some background in computer science programming. He noted that the prerequisite is CS 433, Python for Data Exploration, which has a prerequisite of CS 114, so students would have used a lot of Python libraries and would be able to explore how to use different libraries for AI in much more depth than the previous course.

a. Applied Artificial Intelligence

Dr. McQuillan said he thinks this minor offers a nice list of courses, including the two that were just approved by CCPI as well as Directed Electives that would be relevant to AI and related topics. Chair Burke thinks this will be a very popular minor and that it was a good one to put together. 

Ms. Van Dyke asked if there are any majors that this minor should not be paired with. Dr. McQuillan responded that it should not be taken by Computer Science majors. 

Change: Add a statement that this minor is not applicable to Computer Science majors.

V. 	Provost’s Report 

Interim Associate Provost Pynes informed CCPI that the Provost’s office has heard discussions about some universities wishing to offer three-year baccalaureate degrees; two reduced credit baccalaureate degree requests have already been submitted to the Higher Learning Commission. He suspects this might be something that might be tried in Illinois in the future. 

Interim Associate Provost Pynes said he has requested that CAGAS and Faculty Senate weigh in on eliminating the Y course as a graduation requirement. He has also asked all deans to tell their chairs to cancel any Y classes for spring semester and the future. He said the Provosts’ office will provide waivers for students who may not have passed their Y course until this graduation requirement is eliminated.
