IV.	New Business

B. Curricular Requests from the Department of Broadcasting and Journalism

1. Request for New Minor

a. Broadcasting and Journalism

Motion: To approve new minor (Burke/Intrieri)

The proposed core includes a choice (“one course selected from”). Since there can be “no or in the core,” Chairperson Hardeman suggested that this choice of courses be moved to Directed Electives. 

Chairperson Hardeman asked if Sports Broadcasting will remain a minor. Broadcasting and Journalism Chair Buzz Hoon replied that it will not. He explained that the department thinks it is important for their students to start with specified general courses, then branch out and specialize in their areas of interest. 

Changes:
· Move “Select one course from” to the Directed Electives.
· Change Core Courses section to 6 s.h. and change Directed Electives section to 12 s.h.

2. Request for New Major

a. Broadcasting and Journalism

Motion: To approve new major (Gravitt/Intrieri)

Dr. Engel pointed out that if a student took a 16 s.h. minor and 21 s.h. of other courses, the total hours would be 119. He suggested that Open Electives be increased to 17-22 s.h.

Chairperson Hardeman observed that the Advertising and Public Relations option could be perceived as touching on areas within other departments, such as Communications. She noted that the proposal includes a letter of support from the Chair of the Department Management and Marketing and suggested that it would be helpful to also include one from Communication, even though that Chair would presumably be aware of the new major since Broadcasting and Journalism is in the same college. Dr. Hoon responded that he spoke to Communication Chair Pete Jorgensen about the proposal and agreed to add Communication courses after the major is operational. He added that Communication does not have any public relations courses. Chairperson Hardeman recommended that the request for the letter of support could indicate that Communication courses will be added at a later date as appropriate.

Dr. Intrieri asked how this proposal compares to similar majors at other universities. Dr. Hoon replied that the feasibility study looked at in-state and out-of-state benchmark schools. He related that in some schools Broadcasting and Journalism is in the communication department, sometimes in a separate public relations department, and sometimes under advertising. Dr. Intrieri asked if the courses being offered are similar to those offered in other institutions. Dr. Hoon replied that he did not examine programs course-by-course because, depending on the major, other schools might have more theory classes rather than the applied types of classes that WIU has. Dr. Intrieri asked if Dr. Hoon would describe the Broadcasting and Journalism major as more theory-driven or more applied-driven; Dr. Hoon replied that it is applied. He added that at this time the department is not proposing any new courses; the major represents a reorganization of existing courses.  

Dr. Gravitt asked if current Broadcasting or Journalism students can switch to this major; Dr. Hoon replied that they can. Ms. Williams clarified that if students wish to switch to the new major, they would need to move to the new catalog as well. Dr. Gravitt asked if this would add significantly to students’ graduation plans; Dr. Hoon replied that it would not. Broadcasting and Journalism professor Michael Murray added that the new major is 3 s.h. shorter than the current Broadcasting major and 3 s.h. longer than the current Journalism major. Dr. Gravitt asked if the department will still accept new students into the two existing majors. Ms. Prosise replied that no new students will be allowed to go into the older programs once the new major is approved by the Illinois State Board of Higher Education.

1.	Requests for Changes in Prerequisites

a.	ENGR 211, 212, 220, 251, 271, 300, 310, 351, 360, 370, 410, 411, 452, 453, 460, 461, 470, 471, 472, 473
Current: Current prerequisites
Proposed: Add “C or better” to each existing prerequisite

Motion: To approve list of ENGR course changes (Walters/Intrieri)

Dr. Gravitt asked if an evaluation has been conducted of how many students will be affected by the proposed changes and how they might affect students’ graduation plans. School of Engineering Director Bill Pratt replied that the changes will not affect students’ graduation plans because before they can get into their Senior Design course (ENGR 490) they must have attained a C or above in all Engineering courses and any required math and sciences courses. Dr. Intrieri said he is happy to see the standards of the program require a C on past performance to demonstrate proficiency. Dr. Pratt related that Engineering did a study that found that students that did not master the lower-division coursework were not successful in the following courses. 

Dr. Shupe asked if there is an identified path that students can take if they cannot attain a C or above. Dr. Pratt replied that Engineering does a lot to help its students attain the grades they need. Students are put into cohorts and encouraged to work in teams. Senior Engineering students help with the cohorts, and an Engineering faculty member is assigned to each cohort. Dr. Pratt added that the School leaves no stone unturned to help its students be successful, but they cannot do the studying for them. 

Dr. Gravitt asked if Engineering students have to pass the exam to become an Engineering in Training (EIT) before graduating; Dr. Pratt replied that they do have to pass the Fundamentals of Engineering (FE) exam midway during their junior year. Engineering students are required to take the exam one year before graduation. Students also cannot take the Senior Design course without having attained a C or above in math, science, and all core required Engineering courses because they do not do well when they do not have the basic, required knowledge for engineering. Ms. Williams pointed out that students can retake courses for grade replacement if they do not attain the required C. Dr. Pratt told CCPI that he has seen students get a D, which is a passing grade, and go on to the next course, then get a D in that course and keep going, which wastes their time and money and causes students to get frustrated. He added that when the School of Engineering made the change to require a C or above in MATH 231 and 333 before taking the Senior Design class, they saw students get much more serious about their studies.

Dr. Shupe asked whether a course taken off-campus or at a community college transfers in with a grade; Dr. Pratt replied that the course either transfers as Satisfactory or will not transfer in. Ms. Williams added that if the grade earned at the other institution does not meet the School of Engineering requirements, the course will not transfer in as Satisfactory. 

Changes:
· Change proposed prerequisites for ENGR 211 to C or above in MATH 133 and PHYS 211 (adding “and”).
· Change current prerequisite for ENGR 351 to ENGR 251, and change proposed prereqs to C or above in ENGR 251 (correcting typo).
· Change ENGR 411 existing prereq to Prereq or coreq (corereq was omitted). The new requirement of C or above will be for only a prereq, however, not a coreq.

III.	Old Business (Reordered)

A.	Vote on Review of Comprehensive Majors and Definitions of Academic Terms Final Report

	Chairperson Hardeman told CCPI members that she removed “unique” and “invariant” from descriptions of the cores of the option and minor, as directed by CCPI and recommended by the Senate Executive Committee, respectively. She stated that 12 minors currently do not have an identified core, so CCPI can plan to see those departments come forward with changes next year after the report is approved.

	Dr. Engel remarked that giving existing programs “until Fall 2019 to revise their programs” as a result of the review, once approved, seems ambiguous. He suggested that this be made more specific, such as “the end of Spring 2019” or “the start of Fall 2019.” Associate Provost Parsons observed that changing this to “the end of Spring 2019” would allow program changes to be reflected in the Fall 2019 undergraduate catalog. 

	Dr. Gravitt asked what would happen if a department was unable to submit its program changes by the deadline date. Chairperson Hardeman responded that the department chair would have to talk to the Interim Provost; she would have to make the decision about how this should be handled and then advise CCPI. Chairperson Hardeman does not think it is reasonable to expect CCPI to make this decision because there may be other, non-curricular factors involved in a department’s inability to meet the deadline that CCPI has no knowledge of or control over. Associate Provost Parsons pointed out that departments will have Spring 2018, Fall 2018, and Spring 2019 to make what will probably be very minimal changes.

	Dr. Gravitt asked how the new requirements will be communicated. Chairperson Hardeman responded that Ms. Prosise will notify programs that already have something that looks like a core that this will be reflected more specifically in the Fall 2018 undergraduate catalog. CCPI members and Faculty Senators will go back to their colleges to tell them about the changes, once approved. There will also be a CCPI workshop in Spring 2018 to announce and go over the changes.

	Motion: To approve the CCPI final report with revision of the deadline to “the end of Spring 2019” (Intrieri/Shupe)
