Motion: To approve EDS 428 (Intrieri/Walters)

Chairperson Hardeman asked what the 15 hours of clinical experience refers to. Educational Studies Chair Eric Sheffield replied that the change came about as part of an effort on the part of the department to clean up its listings in the undergraduate catalog. He explained that students spend 15 hours in schools tutoring students as a means to practice what they are learning in the classroom about English as a Second Language. He added that this has been a requirement for a long time but was not in the catalog, which was an oversight. Chairperson Hardeman asked if this is tracked internally; Dr. Sheffield replied affirmatively, adding that this is tracked by instructors with some help with the student teacher advisors.

· Indicate “no” in both boxes indicating that this is neither a Gen Ed nor a cross-listed course.
· Add missing remainder of last sentence at bottom – “have the necessary clinical hours.”

1.	Requests for Changes in Course Titles, Descriptions, and Credit Hours

a.	SPED 420, Instructional Delivery: Pre-K – Elementary Level, 3 s.h.
Current:	Instructional Delivery: Pre-K – Elementary Level, 3 s.h.
	Instructional strategies to encourage inquiry, problem solving, and critical thinking. Best practices in providing access to general curriculum for Pre-K – Elementary students with students with disabilities through inclusion or modified curriculum.

Proposed:	Instructional Delivery in Special Education: Pre-K – Secondary, 4 s.h.
	Research-based instructional practices to encourage inquiry, problem solving, and critical thinking. Best practices in providing access to general curriculum for Pre-K – 12 students with disabilities through inclusion, modified instruction, and transition planning for students with disabilities.

Motion: To approve SPED 420 (Shupe/Levchenko)

Dr. Shupe observed that this course is increasing its credit hours, but the major is being reduced by 2 s.h. Curriculum and Instruction Chair Laura Frey explained that this is because two methods courses (SPED 420 and 440) are being combined into one (SPED 420). Chairperson Hardeman observed that the original methods courses were 8-week courses and asked if this course will be the same; Dr. Frey responded that the new SPED 420 will be a 16-week course. She added that the redundancy that occurs when one 8-week course ends and another 8-week course starts up will be reduced by the proposed merger of the two courses. 

Dr. Intrieri asked if the change was precipitated by research literature suggesting that it is more appropriate to focus on the disability rather than the grade level. Dr. Frey responded that although special education deals with the context of the disability without reference to the grade, the change is requested because students were taking an 8-week methods course in elementary education followed by an 8-week course in secondary education and simultaneously taking an 8-week fieldwork course in elementary education and eight weeks in secondary education. She said the department was unable to figure out a way to have students take only elementary or secondary courses at one time; the first 8-week course focused on elementary content and developmental level, but there were students taking it who were doing secondary level fieldwork. She stated that now the course will be a K-12 specialization, which will be better for the simultaneous work that students are doing on the fieldwork side.  Dr. Intrieri asked if the course is a combination of empirical research and pragmatic work; Dr. Frey responded that is a good way to put it.

· Change “Secondary” in the title to “12.”
· Change abbreviated title to INST SPED PK-12.
· Remove duplicate “students with” in current course description.

		2.	Request for New Course

			a.	SPED 410, Senior Seminar in Special Education, 0 s.h.

Motion: To approve SPED 410 (Intrieri/Walters)

Chairperson Hardeman asked how the last course objective, “Engage in collaborative relationships with colleagues and students’ families/guardians to support special education student learning,” would be measured. Dr. Frey explained that SPED 410 is set up exactly the same as ECH 410 and ELED 410; the courses are taken while student teaching and working on the edTPA. She explained that the faculty liaison to the edTPA will look at students’ portfolios where students discuss their interactive involvement. Students have to develop a five-lesson unit, videotape themselves teaching the unit, and complete a comprehensive analysis of three tasks. CCPI members recommended that a more measurable verb be used instead of “Engage in collaborative relationships” in this course objective, such as “Demonstrate collaborative relationships...”

CCPI members discussed whether reflections can be measured, as in the fourth course objective, “Use their reflections and evaluations to enhance personal effectiveness” and the third course objective, “Reflect on and evaluate their ability to teach …” Dr. Frey explained this is a structured process that is set up in the edTPA; students have to take a look at themselves and what they are doing to improve their skills for their future students. CCPI recommended that references to reflections be removed from these course objectives because they would be difficult to measure. 

Changes: 
· Change “Develop” in the first course objective to “Create” so that it reads, “Create and implement developmentally appropriate instruction…”
· Remove “Reflect on and” in the third course objective so that it reads, “Evaluate their ability to …”
· Remove “reflections and” from the fourth course objective so that it reads, “Use their evaluations to enhance personal effectiveness.”
· Change “Engage in” to “Demonstrate” in the last course objective.

		A.	Request for Change in Title, Course Description, and Prerequisites

			a.	FIN 471, Security Analysis and Portfolio Management, 3 s.h.
Current:	Security Analysis and Portfolio Management
Students will manage an actual investment portfolio making buy/sell recommendations to strategically fit the portfolio. The topics include basics of portfolio theory, application of capital asset pricing model, financial statement analysis, relative valuation techniques, and absolute valuation models.
Prereq: FIN 371 or ACCT 341, a grade of B or better and permission of instructor

Proposed:	Investment Security Analysis
	A foundation in security analysis focusing on common stock valuation. The topics include basics of portfolio theory, framework of stock investing, financial statement analysis, return concepts, absolute valuation models, and relative valuation techniques.
Prereq: FIN 331 or FIN 371 

Motion: To approve FIN 471 (Hemphill/Intrieri)

Ms. Prosise pointed out that the rationale only addresses the prerequisite change and not the changes in title or course description. Ms. Walters thinks the change is limiting the scope of the course. Chairperson Hardeman observed that the changes make FIN 471 more of a theory than a practice course. 

Motion: To table (Intrieri/Walters)

Dr. Intrieri explained he does not think that the request adequately addresses the rationale for the changes, and there is no one from the department to answer the Council’s questions.
