A. 	Curricular Request from the School of Engineering

	1.	Request for Change in Course Description

a. ENGR 100, Engineering Study and Seminar, 0 s.h.
[bookmark: _Hlk160465402]Current:	This course facilitates engineering students attending a cohort study hall, seminars, and other engineering events. Enrollment is open to all Engineering majors (attendance is required for some engineering scholarships).
		
Proposed:	This course facilitates engineering and technology students attending a cohort study hall, seminars, and other engineering events. Enrollment is open to all School of Engineering and Technology majors (attendance is required for some SET scholarships). 

Motion: To approve changes to ENGR 100 (McQuillan/Robinett)

School of Engineering and Technology Director Rafael Obregon told CCPI the only change requested is that the course be available for all majors within the school. Ms. Prosise noted that what really needs changed is not the course description but the prerequisites, which currently specify that the course is restricted to “Current Engineering or Mechanical Engineering majors.” She proposed that this be changed to “Majors in the School of Engineering and Technology.” Mr. Obregon concurred.

Changes: 
· Check the box indicating that this is a cross-listed course and change course prefix at top to ENGR/ET. 
· Replace course description changes with prerequisites changes, as detailed. 
· Eliminate the last sentence of the rationale indicating that a cross-listing request is accompanying this request.

		1.	Requests for Changes in Course Descriptions

			a.	IS 466, Topics in Healthcare Informatics, 3 s.h., repeatable to 6 s.h. for different titles
Current:	Topics include the study of healthcare information systems and their use in healthcare and clinical practice as well as in healthcare research and education.

Proposed:	Topics include the study of healthcare information systems and their use in healthcare and clinical practice as well as in healthcare research and education. The use of artificial intelligence techniques will be considered.

Motion: To approve changes to IS 466 (Robinett/Burke)

Dr. McQuillan explained that the school wishes to add an extra sentence regarding AI because it makes sense that it should be included in this course. 

Dr. Zellmann remarked that she could not find this course in the undergraduate catalog. Dr. McQuillan replied that is because it has been in deep freeze. Ms. Prosise explained that it was in the 2020-21 undergraduate catalog, then was placed in deep freeze, but it has now been pulled out so that changes can be made to it. School of Computer Sciences Director Dennis DeVolder added that the school has a new hire, and this will be a wonderful class for that person to teach.

			b.	CS 478, GPU Programming, 3 s.h.
Current:	Graphics Processing Unit (GPU) programming. Parallel algorithms and programming techniques for GPUs. Sorting algorithms, matrix manipulation algorithms, sparse matrices.

Proposed:	Graphics Processing Unit (GPU) programming. Parallel algorithms and programming techniques for GPUs. Current state-of-the-art techniques in GPU programming.

Motion: To approve changes to CS 478 (Robinett/Zellmann)

Dr. McQuillan explained the CPU does most of the calculations in computers, and the GPU is specific to graphics. He noted that the existing description is fine, but the proposed changes will allow the school more flexibility to talk about current topics, such as AI.
